
User home directories are regularly backed up, but limited in space. Individual quotas start at
20GB, but can be increased on request.

They are NFS mounted from the server node nfs-0, and appear on every user-accessible node as
"/nfspool-0/home/username". Your home directory can be referenced as "/export/home/username",
"/export/nfs0home/username", or the shortcut "~".

On logging in, you should see a message reporting your current home directory usage. If it is
getting full, either delete/move data, or ask for more space. When it reaches 100%, it will be
difficult to log in correctly.   
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
